Located just west of Paris, Le Golf de St. Nom la 
Bretêche was opened in 1959.  It has hosted many in-
ternational tournaments, most notably Le Trophee 

Lancome.   With the help of Arnold Palmer, the 
“Lancome” started as an invitational in 1970. Over the 
course of the 33 years of the Lancome, St. Nom has 

hosted the greatest champions in golf including Jack 
Nicklaus, Lee Trevino, Seve Ballesteros, Nick Faldo, 

Johnny Miller, Hale Irwin and many more.

Eiffel Tower) on land once owned by Napolean 
Bonaparte. Shortly before golfers battled it 

out on the 36 holes at St. Cloud, a battle be-
tween French and Prussian armies took place on 

the property as the French defended Paris in 
the Franco-Prussian War.
